There are 19 million new cases of STIs in the U.S. every year.


Almost half of new STIs are in people between the ages of 15-24.


Many STIs show few symptoms, especially in women.


STIs can cause severe organ damage and infertility. Even though STIs respond well to treatment, some can be treated but not cured.


Having one STI can increase the risk for acquiring other STIs. 


The correct use of latex condoms may prevent the spread of most STIs.
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
